A SUPERIOR COURT ORDER THAT AUTHORIZES A GUARDIAN TO PERMANENTLY WITHDRAW FOOD OR FLUID FROM A PATIENT WHO IS IN AN IRREVERSIBLE COMA OR IN A PERSISTENT VEGETATIVE STATE THAT IS IRREVERSIBLE OR INCURABLE IS AUTOMATICALLY STAYED FOR FIVE BUSINESS DAYS TO ALLOW A PARTY, OR THAT PARTY'S SUCCESSOR IN INTEREST IN THE EVENT OF THE ORIGINAL PARTY'S DEATH, TO SEEK AN EXPEDITED APPEAL WITH THE COURT OF APPEALS. A DECISION FROM THE COURT OF APPEALS IS AUTOMATICALLY STAYED FOR FIVE BUSINESS DAYS TO ALLOW A PARTY, OR THAT PARTY'S SUCCESSOR IN INTEREST IN THE EVENT OF THE ORIGINAL PARTY'S DEATH, TO SEEK REVIEW BY THE SUPREME COURT. FOOD OR FLUID SHALL NOT BE PERMANENTLY WITHDRAWN PENDING A DECISION ON THE MERITS OF THE CASE BY THE COURT OF APPEALS OR A DECISION ON A PETITION BY THE SUPREME COURT.

Process


Court Room Services:
· The action of the Courtroom Services staff will be to issue a minute entry immediately, endorsing Appeals – CCC. If a Notice of Appeal is presented to the courtroom clerk at the conclusion of the hearing, the Notice of Appeal will be hand-filed as well as any other signed orders and fax all documents to Appeals - CCC at the same number.

File Counter Activity:
· There will be no specific activity associated with Notice of Appeals in these matters at the File Counter(s) nor will the acceptance trigger any advanced notification to the Appeals work unit.

Docket Activity: 

· Incoming documents will be filed-in and processed as a Notice of Appeal.

Appeals Activity:

· The Notice of Appeal filed-in for a Probate (PB) case addressing the above matter will arrive in the current Appeals Workflow; work assignments will be made upon receipt.  The record on appeal will be prepared and transmitted with top priority to the Court of Appeals via electronic transmission (C2C).

· Download case in C2C

· Review and edit documents titles as necessary

· Send to Peer Review to be QC’ed

· Once QC is complete transmit to Supreme Court

· Print Index and file stamp

· Print copies of Index for mailing to parties 

· Docket Index and send to EDM QC for scanning
