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[bookmark: Intro]Introduction
The Disposition Client Application is comprised of a client application, loaded on Windows 95 workstations, and an Informix Database.  To run the Disposition Client, a workstation must first be configured to connect to the Informix Database Server. 
This document details the procedures that must be followed to install the Informix Client and ODBC drivers.  Also covered is the installation of the Disposition Client itself.
[bookmark: Informix]Informix ODBC Installation and Configuration
The Informix client and ODBC drivers must be installed on each workstation before the disposition client application can connect to the disposition database.  The Informix client software has two components: Informix Connect and Informix CLI.  These components must be installed in order beginning with Informix Connect, followed by Informix CLI.
Once Informix Connect and Informix CLI have been installed on the workstation, they must be configured to connect to the disposition database server, CA-NTAPPS.
First, edit the SERVICES file, located in your Windows 95 directory (i.e. C:\WIN95\SERVICES).  Add the following lines to the SERVICES file:
sqlexec 1525/tcp
turbo 1529/tcp
Next, edit the HOSTS file, also located in your Windows 95 directory. Add the following ling to the HOSTS file:
156.42.237.239 ca-ntapps
With these files edited, we are now ready to configure the Informix SQL and ODBC drivers.  In the Windows 95 Programs menu, open the "Informix" folder and run the "Informix SetNet 32" program.
Next, move your mouse pointer and click on the "Server Information" tab (Figure 1).  Add the following information to the "Server Information" tab:

Once you have entered this information, click on the "Make Default Server" button.  Finally, click on the "OK" button, and we are finished with SetNet.

Now we need to configure the Informix ODBC drivers to connect to the database.   In the Windows 95 Programs menu, open the "Informix CLI" folder and run the "ODBC Administrator 32" program.  Click on the "Add" button to begin configuring the disposition database (Figure 2).

Select the "Informix-CLI 2.5 (32 bit)" driver and click the "OK" button.  We are now prompted to setup the Informix Driver (Figure 3).  Enter the following information into the "Driver Setup" box:

Click on the "Advanced" button to continue setting up the database (Figure 4).

Enter the following information into the "Advanced Driver Setup" box:

Observe how many of the fields in the ODBC Advanced Driver Setup box are the same as the SetNet32 parameters configured earlier.   Click the "Close" button to save the Advanced Driver settings.  Click the "OK" button to save the ODBC settings and exit from the ODBC Administrator 32 program.
 
[bookmark: Client]Disposition Client Installation and Administration
The Disposition Client is comprised of two components: the Dispo Administration program, and the Dispo Client program.  Both must be installed on each workstation connecting to the disposition database.   Install the Dispo Admin program first, followed by the Dispo Client program.
Both the Dispo Admin program and the Dispo Client program install the same way.  Simply insert the first diskette of the component into the floppy drive and run "A:\SETUP.EXE" from the Windows 95 Start menu.
Once both Dispo Admin and Dispo Client have been installed on the workstation, run the "DISPADMN" program from the Windows 95 Start Menu, under the "Programs" folder (Figure 5).
Select the Agency Type that is appropriate for your criminal justice agency.  Currently "Prosecuting" and "Clerk of Court" are the only Agency Types implemented.  Enter your Agency ORI, Agency Name, and Default Court in the appropriate boxes.   The Default Court is the 4 digit number of the court you submit the largest number of disposition for.

Next, click on the "Files/Directories" tab (Figure 6). Enter the location for the Database Stub File.  The Stub File is a temporary file used to point to the Informix database.  Multiple users can share the same file from a network server, if desired. 
The ODBC Connect String should be entered as follows:
ODBC;DSN=ODBC_CA_NTAPPS_DISPOSITION;DATABASE=DISPOSITION
Do not check the "Local Database" check box. If checked, Dispo Admin will create a blank database for local use and testing purposes.

Optionally, you can click on the "Agency Info" tab (Figure 7), and enter your agency name and address information.  This step is not required at this time, but may be used in the future. The "Transaction ID" and "MCSO Import" tabs are not used to configure client workstations.

Finally, click on the "Save" button, and you are ready to begin using the Dispo Client application.
