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Overview
ML2000 is a browser-based application that was developed by the Office of the Clerk of Superior Court, in association with Cunningham Consulting, in an effort to provide a more uniform level of access to those parties issuing Marriage Licenses on behalf of this Office. 
The redevelopment of this application also allowed for inclusion of many enhancements and improvements over the existing application.  In an effort to continually improve processes and provide to our customers a higher level of service, many such changes have been noted since the inception of the most recent iteration of the Marriage License software. 
The process of issuing a valid license to a couple and recording the marriage certificate following the official ceremony make that union valid in the eyes of the state.  Prior to issuing a license to a requesting couple, that couple shall complete a Marriage License application form.  From the information provided on this form, an Affidavit is prepared to which the parties shall attest.  A license issued by this office, or by a representative authorized by this office, is valid for one year following the date of issue.  Following the solemnization of the marriage, the “Certificate of Marriage,” the bottom portion of the license, shall be returned to Recording Services for recording.  The affidavit and certificate, when recorded, are public records unless deemed otherwise by an appropriate authority.  There are two kinds of licenses issued by this Office; Traditional and Covenant.  Each of these will be explained in greater detail in its own subsection. 
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
