GRAND JURY - CRIMINAL EXTRADITION
L.D.R.  06/14/2011
A criminal extradition is processed pursuant to Arizona Revised Statutes, Title 13 – Criminal Code, Article 5 – Uniform Criminal Extradition Act, §13.3843. Form of Demand, §13-3845. Extradition documents; contents and §13-3846. Extradition of persons not present in demanding state at time of commission of crime.
Designated law enforcement agencies, State of Arizona Attorney General’s Office or Maricopa County Attorney’s Office (MCAO) – Extradition Unit obtains an original or copy of the signed “Warrant for Arrest” from Maricopa County Sheriff’s Office (MCSO)-Office Information Center (OIC) and presents to Grand Jury Services.
Processing the Extradition
The Exhibits Grand Jury Services Clerk (Ex/GJS):
· verifies the “Warrant for Arrest” is signed by a judicial officer, the last page of the warrant is stamped “Original Warrant Returned for Exemplified Copy Pursuant to Extradition Proceedings” and is check-marked “in custody” or “not in custody”.  If incomplete, refer back to MCSO – OIC.

Preparing an Exemplification for MCAO and MCSO
The Ex/GJS Clerk:

· pulls the original indictment; verifies name on the indictment to the name on the warrant for arrest
When the indictment lists multiple defendants, makes a copy of the original indictment and working from the “copy” of the original indictment, redacts all defendant names except for the defendant listed on the warrant for arrest.  Do not redact on the original indictment; refiling the original indictment in the grand jury packet.
· hand-files the warrant for arrest
· prepares the “two-seal” certification form using an online template; enters case number, grand jury panel number, enters “Indictment” and file date, enters “Warrant for Arrest” and file date; i.e. Indictment…..Filed August 1, 2011
· prints(7) original “two-seal” certification forms
The verbiage “Indictment” and “Warrant for Arrest” prints on the form after the phrase “…attest the foregoing to be a full, true and correct copy of the original:” and before the phrase “…on file and of record in my office…”.  Draw a diagonal line in the blank space between the phrases to ensure that additional documents are not added to the form.

· certifies the (7) original “two-seal” forms; using the court seal, crimp over the signature of the Clerk of the Superior Court and Judge of the Superior Court
· makes (7) copies of the indictment and warrant for arrest and attaches the (7) original “two-seal” forms creating (7) sets of documents.  Staples in the designated order; indictment is the top sheet, warrant for arrest is the second sheet and the “two-seal” form is the last sheet
· files and retains the original indictment and warrant for arrest in the grand jury packet
Preparing an Exemplification for State of Arizona Attorney General’s Office
The Grand Jury Clerk:

· delivers to Ex/GJS:

· “Petition for Issuance of Out-of-State Grand Jury Subpoena,

· “Certificate of Judge of Requesting State for the Attendance of an Out-of-State Witness”

· “State Grand Jury Criminal Subpoena Duces Tecum”

The Ex/GJS Clerk:
· prepares the “two-seal” certification form using an online template; enters grand jury panel number and the following documents in all “caps”:

· Petition for Issuance of Out-of-State Grand Jury Subpoena; include file date (i.e. Petition for Issuance…..Filed August 1, 2011)
· Certificate of Judge of Requesting State for the Attendance of an Out-of-State Witness; include file date
· State Grand Jury Criminal Subpoena Duces Tecum; enters file date
· prints (3) original “two-seal” certification forms
The verbiage from the documents prints on the form after the phrase “…attest the foregoing to be a full, true and correct copy of the original:” and before the phrase “…on file and of record in my office…”.  Draws a diagonal line in the blank space between the phrases to ensure that additional documents are not added to the form.

· certifies the “two-seal” forms; using the court seal, crimp over the signature of the Clerk of the Superior Court and Judge of the Superior Court
· makes (3) copies of the documents and attaches the (3) original “two-seal” forms creating (3) sets of the documents.  Staples the documents and includes the “two-seal” form as the last sheet
· files the original documents in order by file date and retains the documents in the grand jury “misc” packet; file in panel number sequence
Preparing an International Exemplification
The Ex/GJS Clerk:

· receives a request to process an extradition from MCAO – Extradition Unit
If a “Warrant for Arrest” is not filed in the grand jury packet (i.e. previously filed quashed warrant), MCAO – Extradition Unit will notify MCSO – OIC.  MCSO – OIC will hand-carry the “Warrant for Arrest” to Grand Jury Services.  The warrant is stamped and identified as an “International Exemplification”.
· pulls the original indictment; verifies name on the indictment to the name on the “Warrant for Arrest”
When the indictment lists multiple defendants, makes a copy of the original indictment and working from the “copy” of the original indictment, redacts all defendant names except for the defendant listed on the warrant for arrest.  Do not redact on the original indictment; refiling the original indictment in the grand jury packet.

· hand-files the warrant for arrest
· prepares the “two-seal” certification form using an online template; enters case number, grand jury panel number, enters “Indictment” and file date, enters “Warrant for Arrest” and file date; i.e. Indictment…..Filed August 1, 2011.

· prints the “two-seal” certification form
The verbiage “Indictment” and “Warrant for Arrest” prints on the form after the phrase “…attest the foregoing to be a full, true and correct copy of the original:” and before the phrase “…on file and of record in my office…”.  Draws a diagonal line in the blank space between the phrases to ensure that additional documents are not added to the form.

· certifies the original “two-seal” form; using the court seal, crimp over the signature of the Clerk of the Superior Court and Judge of the Superior Court; prepares (8) original “two-seal” forms
· makes (4) copies of the indictment, (4) copies of the warrant for arrest
· attaches (1) original “two-seal” form to each copy of the indictment and warrant for arrest
· files the original documents in order by file date and retains the original indictment and warrant for arrest in the grand jury packet
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
