GRAND JURY - RECEIPT OF GRAND JURY TRANSCRIPT

L.D.R.  05/03/12
Pursuant to Arizona Rules of Court, Rules of Criminal Procedure, State Grand Juries, Rule 12.8(a), The presiding or impaneling judge shall assign a regularly appointed certified court reporter to record the proceedings before the grand jury, except its deliberations; (c) The certified court reporter’s verbatim record of the proceedings from which an indictment is returned shall be transcribed and filed with the clerk of the superior court no later than 20 days following the return of the indictment and the certified transcript shall be made available to the prosecution and defendant only and,

A.R.S. §13-2812. Unlawful grand jury disclosure; classification
A. A person commits unlawful grand jury disclosure if the person knowingly discloses to another the nature or substance of any grand jury testimony or any decision, result or other matter attending a grand jury proceeding, except in the proper discharge of the official duties, at the discretion of the prosecutor to inform a victim of the status of the case or when permitted by the court in furtherance of justice.

A.R.S. §13-2813. Unlawful disclosure of an indictment, information or complaint; classification
A. A person commits unlawful disclosure of an indictment, information or complaint if the person knowingly discloses the fact that an indictment, information or complaint has been found or filed before the accused person is in custody or has been served with a summons, except in the proper discharge of official duties, at the discretion of the prosecutor to inform a victim of the status of the case or as authorized by the court in furtherance of justice.
Grand jury transcripts should not be released except upon order of the court and to the attorney of record upon motion to the court.  All other requests must include the reason for access to the grand jury transcript in the motion to the court.

Processing the Grand Jury Transcript within (1) Business Day of Receipt
Exhibits/Grand Jury Services Clerk (Ex/GJS):
· files the transcript
· enters the transcript on the “Grand Jury Receiving Log” and includes:

· date received
· cause number and defendant identifier (specific to single defendant)
If the cause number is incorrect, adds the correct number under “Description”, strikes through the cause number on the original transcript and enters the correct number.

· Court Reporter Arizona C.S.R. Number

· Description:  Transcript
· initials of processing clerk

· updates “Case Notes” in “Integrated Court Information System” (iCIS) and includes:
· Note Date:  date entered

· Note Type:  case note

· Note Content:  grand jury transcript, defendant identifier, Court Reporter Arizona C.S.R. Number and file date

· labels envelope and includes:

· cause number and defendant identifier(s); vertically entered on right side of envelope

· stamp “Grand Jury”; top, left corner

· stamp “This Transcript must be Returned to Superior Court Exhibits in this Envelope”; middle section

· hearing date; lower, left-hand corner

· files the transcript on the envelope shelf by year and numerical sequence
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
